(Slide 1)  GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT – Does anyone know whether this picture was created digitally as a computer image or is something real – what is it?  [Picture:  Moonlight at the Grand Canyon.]

(Slide 2)  [About Christ] Quote – Napoleon Bonaparte

(Slides 3-10) Malcolm Muggeridge – Bristish author, journalist, media personality and crusader for Catholicism in his later years, after his conversion.  Muggeridge introduced Mother Teresa to the world in his 1968 documentary “Something Beautiful for God.”  To the “saint of the gutters” it was something beautiful for God for it was this frail, but persuasive Albanian nun who introduced Muggeridge and his wife to Catholicism in this satirist’s search to salvation. (Slide 11)  Malcolm Muggeridge (March 24, 1903 - November 14, 1990) was a famous British journalist, author and media personality. 

He was brought up by a socialist (1. society makes the individuals of which it is composed, and not vice versa, it has quite lost touch with the invigorating Christian doctrine of free will; 2. Nothing [not even Church, family or private ownership] is superior to the power of the State; 3. man has no moral responsibilities and can yield to no allegiance beyond that of the State) father who was also a councilor for Croydon and later a Member of Parliament. 

Malcolm attended Cambridge University, graduating in 1924 and went to India to teach. While still a student he had taught for brief periods in 1920, 1922 and 1924 at the John Ruskin Central School, Croydon, where his father was Chairman of the Governors. 

Returning to England in 1927, he married Katherine Dobbs and worked as a supply teacher, before moving to teach in Egypt six months later. Here he also worked as a journalist for the first time. 

After working on various papers including the Calcutta Statesman, Manchester Guardian, Evening Standard, and Daily Telegraph, he became a popular BBC correspondent. 

Muggeridge was also the "discoverer" of Mother Teresa, who he first met in London in 1968. He told the world about her deeds through a book called Something Beautiful for God. He is well-known for his wit and profound writings ("Never forget that only dead fish swim with the stream"). He has written a two volume autobiography called Chronicles of Wasted Time.

Do you possess these gifts now?  (Yes)  How do they help you?  (They increase our ability to believe in Christ and to love and serve God.)

 (Slide 14)   Introduce acronym to help remember the 7 gifts of the Holy Spirit:  WURK CReW

 (Slide 15) Who do you know who has the wisdom of St. Thomas More?  Born wealthy.  Studied law and became a lawyer.  Became Lord Chancellor of England, a position of power 2nd only to the king.  Opposed Henry VIII on the matter of the royal divorce and refused to swear the Oath of Supremacy which declared the king head of the Church in England.  Resigned and was imprisoned.   Beheaded in 1535.
(Slide 16)  W – Wisdom (read Holy through Wisdom T63, Student 52)  (Write on Board – ability to put God first and to love the things of God.  Able to see things from God’s point of view and know the real value of people and things.)

(Slide 17)  U – Understanding
(Slide 18)  Understanding – (read Holy through Understanding T64, Student 53)  
(Slide 19)  Saint Catherine of Sinena was the 25th of the 26 children of a northern Italy wool dyer named Giacomo di Benincasa. She was born on 25 March 1347. The family belonged to the lower-middle class. At a very young age (before what is considered to be 'the age of reason') she began to practice austerities, to spend long periods of time in prayer, and to have mystical visions.

At the age of twelve, her parents thought of arranging a marriage for her, but she begged them to allow her to remain single. To discourage her from this plan, her parents put her in charge of much of the household management, hoping that this servitude would change her mind. After some years, convinced by her steadfastness and patience, her father relented and Catherine joined the Third Order of Dominicans, and spend the next three years 'in the desert' in a small room in her parent's home. 
She rejoined the world, and began to serve Christ in the sick, poor and ignorant. Many people were attracted to her by her charm, calm and wisdom. She served the poor, sick and prayed for the conversion of sinners. She still spent much time in prayer.  When another vision commanded her to enter the 'public life of the world', Saint Catherine entered into correspondence with the princes and republics of Italy, was consulted by papal legates about the affairs of the Church, and began working to repair the damage of civil war and religious factions in her country. 

It was chiefly her letters, advice, and persistence that finally convinced Saint Gregory XI to leave Avignon and return to Rome, to reform the clergy and administration of the Papal States.  Saint Catherine died on 29 April 1380, when she was just 33 years old. In 1430, some 50 years later, her body was found to be uncorrupted.
Would Catherine of Siena be a good friend to have?  Why?  [She was strong and did what was right.]  (Write on the board:  Understanding - Insight into the truths of faith, believing and understand what Jesus taught and putting it into practice, studying your religion.)

(Slide 20-21)  R – Right Judgment
(Slide 22)  Right Judgment – (read Holy through Right Judgment/Counsel T64, Student 53) John 7:20-24 – It was the feast of the Tabernacles, and the Sabbath.  After the feast, Jesus went into the temple area and started to teach.  He started to debate with the Jews, who are amazed that He knows scripture without having studied.  They cannot figure out how he can teach like a rabbi.  Rabbis were trained by other rabbis and traditionally quoted their leaders.  

The crowd says, “You are possessed!  Who is trying to kill you?”  Jesus answered and said to them, “I performed one work (the cure of the paralytic on a Sabbath) and all of you are amazed because of it.  Moses gave you circumcision … and you circumcise a man on the Sabbath.  If a man can receive circumcision on a Sabbath so that the law of Moses may not be broken, are you angry with me because I made a whole person well on a Sabbath?  Stop judging by appearances, but judge rightly.”

We hear about something that happens, and way too often we immediately assume things. We base our opinions and discussions on what we want to be right, what we think is right, or what appears to be right. We make our judgments based on those assumptions. 

	


Sometimes our judgments are wrong because our information is wrong. Sometimes our assumptions are wrong because we refuse to accept what is true. So we take what we are given, either without question or without examination, then we make up our mind, "This is the truth." Nothing can convince us otherwise. 

Who might you ask about the following:

(Slide 23)  K – Knowledge 

(Slide 24)  Knowledge - (Read Holy through Knowledge T65, Student 54)  How can we grow in knowledge of God and our faith?  (Read Scripture and other spiritual books, study our religion, listen to homilies, pray for greater knowledge, celebrate the sacraments)  (Write on the board:  know the truths of the universe, know God and self, use experience, faith)

(Slide 25)  C – Courage 

(Slide 26)  Courage - Discuss Party scenario.  Keg party at one of the student’s house.  Everyone is going.  [Student] knows his/her parents do not want them there.  Must have the Courage to do the right thing.  This happens a lot in life.  Discuss further.  (Write on board:  Courage - heroic, giving up their lives, risks, following Christ, challenging.)
(Slide 27)  R – Reverence

(Slide 28) Reverence (Piety) (Read Holy through Reverence T66, Student 55) (Write on board:  Reverence - love and worship God, Showing respect for others, being concerned for all that God created.) (Actions that show reverence:  Paying attention at Mass, Praying regularly, staying for the entire Mass, Refusing to use God’s name in vain, making visits to the Blessed Sacrament, Giving to the poor)

(Slide 29)  W – Wonder & Awe - With the gift of wonder and awe you we are aware of the glory and majesty of God. A person with wonder and awe knows that God is the perfection of all we desire: perfect knowledge, perfect goodness, perfect power, and perfect love. This gift is described by Aquinas as a fear of separating oneself from God. He describes the gift as a "filial fear," like a child's fear of offending his father, rather than a "servile fear," that is, a fear of punishment. Also known as knowing God is all powerful. Fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom (Prov 1:7) because it puts our mindset in its correct location with respect to God: we are the finite, dependent creatures, and He is the infinite, all-powerful Creator
· What is a Light Year?  The distance that light travels in a year, at the rate of 300,000 kilometers per second (671 million miles per hour); 1 light-year is equivalent to 9.46053e12 km, 5,880,000,000,000 mile or 63,240 AU (astronomical units – the average distance from the Earth to the Sun; 1 AU = 149,597,870 kilometers or 92,960,116 miles).
